Assignments can be collaborated on both asynchronously/ synchronously.
o Students cannot submit shared files.
m Each collaborator would need to make a copy to submit their own
version or the owner would need to unshare the shared file

Assignments can be posted to the whole class or a select few
o Teacher can create small groups by level of readiness or interest
o Posts can be custom to the group and allow collaboration in the assignment
